Dr. Xu received a Bachelor of Science degree in Electronic Engineering from Xi’an Jiaotong University in 1984, and a Master of Science degree in Microelectronics from 12th Research Institute, Ministry of Electronic Industry of China in 1986. She received her Ph.D degree in Materials Science and Technology from Kyushu University, Japan, in March 1991. From 1991 to 1994, Dr. Xu was an Assistant Professor (Research Associate) at Fukuoka University where she engaged in research and education in the field of Physical Chemistry in the Department of Chemical Engineering. In 1995, she joined Kyushu National Industry Research Institute (KNIRI), AIST, M.I.T.I., with which she has been a Senior Researcher since 1998, and has been 5 Grade (Professor Grade) since 2002. She has been the Advanced Integrated Sensing Team Leader in AIST since 2007, also a Professor in Kyushu University (additional post) since 2004.

Research achievements:
